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Traverse City Yacht Club-All Season Hat-Doll Size 

 

Fits all dolls with a 12” head circumference 

Supplies: Size F/5/3.75mm Crochet Hook,   Cotton Yarn-1½ oz. White, ¼ oz. Navy (note-

for winter hats, use acrylic or wool yarn), approximately 24” of 2” ribbon. 

Stitches Used: ch (chain), slst (slip stitch), sc (single crochet) 

Gauge: 8sc and 8 sc rows = 2” 

 

Directions: 

Rnd. 1: Rnd. 1: with White, ch2, 8sc in 2
nd

 ch from hook, do not join, mark beginning sc (in this 

and following rnds, unless otherwise noted).  8sc 

 

Rnd. 2: 2sc in each sc around.  16sc 

Rnd. 3: repeat Rnd. 2.  32sc 

Rnd. 4: sc in each sc around.  32sc 

Rnd. 5: *sc in next 2sc, 2sc in next sc*, repeat from *to* around, working sc in last 2 sc.  42sc 

Rnd. 6: sc in each sc around.  42sc 

Rnd. 7: *sc in first 2 sc, 2sc in next sc*, repeat around.  56sc 

Rnd. 8: repeat Rnd. 6.  56sc 

Rnds. 9-14: repeat Rnd. 6.  56sc 

Rnd. 15: sc in each sc around, join with slst to beginning sc, ch1, turn.  56sc 

Rnd. 16: sc in each sc around, evenly increase by 4 sc, join with slst to beginning sc, ch1, do not 

turn.  60sc 

Rnd. 17: sc in each sc around, join with slst to beginning sc, ch1, do not turn.  60sc 
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Rnd. 18: with Navy, sc in each sc around, evenly increase by 4 sc, join with slst to beginning sc, 

ch1, do not turn.  64sc 

Rnd. 19: with White, sc in each sc round, join with slst to beginning sc, ch1, do not turn.  64sc 

Rnd. 20: with Navy: sc in each sc around, join with slst to beginning sc, ch1, do not turn.  64sc 

Rnd. 21: with White, working in front loops, sc in each sc around, join with slst to back loop of 

beginning sc on Rnd. 20. 

Rnd. 22: working in back loops of Rnd. 20, ch1, sc, ch2, dc in same st, skip next 2 st, *sc, ch2, 

dc in next sc, skip next 2 sc*, repeat from *to* around, join with slst to beginning sc, fasten off. 

Using ribbon, tie a bow and sew at back center as pictured. 

Rnd. 1: First Earflap using any color, right side facing, skip first 11 sts on Rnd. 17, attach yarn 

in next st, ch1, sc in same st, sc in next 7 sts.  8sc 

Rnd. 2: ch1, sc in each sc across.  8sc 

 

Rnd. 3: ch1, scdec over first 2 sc, sc in each sc across.  7sc 

 

Rnds. 4-6: repeat Rnd. 3.  4sc at end of Rnd. 6. 

 

Rnd. 7: scdec over first 2 sc, ch2, scdec over next 2 sc, fasten off. 

 

Rnd. 1: Second Earflap, right side facing, skip next 22 surface stiches on Rnd. 17, attach yarn in 

next st, ch1, sc in same st, sc in next 8 sc.  8sc 

Rnds. 2-7: repeat Rnds. 2-7 of First Earflap. 

Finishing and Ties 

Rnd. 1: using any color, right side facing, attach yarn with slst in the end of the first row of the 

earflap, ch1, sc in same st, sc in end of each row, sc into ch-2sp, ch30, slst in 2
nd

 ch from hook 

and in each ch across, sc in same ch-2sp, sc in end of each row on earflap, join with slst to last st 

on earflap, fasten off, weave in end. 

 

Repeat for 2
nd

 earflap. 
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
